In cities and town centres such as Mansfield, many
buildings have mixed uses, or are occupied by a
number of different people. For example, a ground
floor shop may have a private first floor flat, or a
gymnasium may have a changing room with a visible
window.

Problems for CCTV can arise in such instances, where
commercial, public and private quarters can be seen
within the same camera shot, as it can be difficult to
use the system to its full potential without infringing
on Civil Liberties and Privacy Laws.

The Mansfield and Ashfield CCTV system makes use
of the state-of-the-art, award winning Synectics
‘PRIV’ privacy system, which effectively blanks out
areas of the camera’s view where privacy must be
respected. The box which covers the area changes in
size and shape instantly to remain effective as the
camera pans, zooms and tilts.

Areas are blanked out by the system on request by
the people living in the premises, and remain
blanked indefinitely.

All of the cameras on the CCTV
network are linked to a new, 
state-of-the-art control room,
where all monitoring, recording,
editing and archiving takes place.
The cameras are controlled by
Police trained operatives, and
pictures can be relayed directly to
Mansfield Police Station to enable
the quickest possible response in
an emergency.

Playback and editing suites are
used for reviewing and copying
footage.  All pictures from all
cameras on the CCTV network are
stored in a categorised archive.

The CCTV system can provide for the output of
up to 270 cameras in order to monitor and
protect Town Centres in North Nottinghamshire.
The cameras are positioned prominently
outside shops, pubs and clubs, in car parks
and railway stations to act as a deterrent, and
are recording 24 hours a day (around the
clock surveillance).  The powerful cameras can
be used in little or no light, and zoom in close
enough to distinguish between a five or ten
pound note in your hand!

All camera footage is relayed to the main
control room through hi-tech underground
fibre-optic cables, where it is recorded and
saved.  The CCTV control room is able to link
directly with Nottinghamshire Police Northern
Control Room at Mansfield, resulting in rapid
response when necessary.

The CCTV Control Room also has radio contact
with all the town centres, including the
shopping centres and their security guards,
retailers, as well as the pubs and nightclubs.
